After the magi had left, an angel of the Lord appeared to Joseph in a dream and said, “Get
up, take the child and his mother, and flee to Egypt, and remain there until I tell you, for
Herod is about to search for the child, to destroy him.” Then Joseph got up, took the child
and his mother by night, and went to Egypt and remained there until the death of Herod.
This was to fulfill what had been spoken by the Lord through the prophet, “Out of Egypt 1
have called my son.”

When Herod died, an angel of the Lord suddenly appeared in a dream to Joseph in Egypt
and said, “Get up, take the child and his mother, and go to the land of Israel, for those who
were seeking the child’s life are dead.”

If you wish to come forward to receive a blessing rather than the Bread and Wine, indicate that desire by crossing your
arms over your chest. If it is difficult for you to come forward, inforn an usher, and the Bread and Wine will be
brought to you.
