ThC INVITATORY  Pascha nostrum (1 Cor 5:7-8; Romans 6:9-11; 1 Cor 15:20-22)
Said responsively, by half-verse

Alleluia.
Christ our Passover has been sactificed for us; *
therefore let us keep the feast,
Not with the old leaven, the leaven of malice and evil, *
but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth. Alleluia.

Christ being raised from the dead will never die again; *
death no longer has dominion over him.

The death that he died, he died to sin, once for all; *
but the life he lives, he lives to God.

So also consider yourselves dead to sin, *
and alive to God in Jesus Christ our Lord.

THE LESSONS

The FIRST READING 1 Samuel 16:1-134

Lector A reading from the First Book of Samuel.

The LORD said to Samuel, “How long will you grieve over Saul? I have rejected him from
being king over Israel. Fill your horn with oil and set out; I will send you to Jesse the
Bethlehemite, for I have provided for myself a king among his sons.” Samuel said, “How can
I go? If Saul hears of it, he will kill me.” And the LORD said, “Take a heifer with you and say,
‘I have come to sacrifice to the LORD.” Invite Jesse to the sacrifice, and I will show you what
you shall do, and you shall anoint for me the one whom I name to you.” Samuel did what the
LORD commanded and came to Bethlehem. The elders of the city came to meet him
trembling and said, “Do you come peaceably?” He said, “Peaceably. I have come to sacrifice
to the LORD; sanctify yourselves and come with me to the sacrifice.” And he sanctified Jesse
and his sons and invited them to the sacrifice.

When they came, he looked on Eliab and thought, “Surely his anointed is now before the
LORD.” But the LORD said to Samuel, “Do not look on his appearance or on the height of
his stature, because I have rejected him, for the LORD does not see as mortals see; they look
on the outward appearance, but the LORD looks on the heart.” Then Jesse called Abinadab
and made him pass before Samuel. He said, “Neither has the LORD chosen this one.” Then

Jesse made Shammah pass by. And he said, “Neither has the LORD chosen this one.” Jesse
made seven of his sons pass before Samuel, and Samuel said to Jesse, ““The LORD has not
chosen any of these.” Samuel said to Jesse, “Are all your sons here?” And he said, “There
remains yet the youngest, but he is keeping the sheep.” And Samuel said to Jesse, “Send and
bring him, for we will not sit down until he comes here.” He sent and brought him in. Now
he was ruddy and had beautiful eyes and was handsome. The LORD said, “Rise and anoint
him, for this is the one.” Then Samuel took the horn of oil and anointed him in the presence
of his brothers, and the spirit of the LORD came mightily upon David from that day forward.

Lector A reading from the Gospel according to Matthew.

And Jesus
said to him, “Foxes have holes, and birds of the air have nests, but the Son of Man has
nowhere to lay his head.” Another of his disciples said to him, “Lord, first let me go and
bury my father.” But Jesus said to him, “Follow me, and let the dead bury their own dead.”

And when he got into the boat, his disciples followed him. A windstorm suddenly arose on
the sea, so great that the boat was being swamped by the waves, but he was asleep. And they
went and woke him up, saying, “Lord, save us! We are perishing!” And he said to them,
“Why are you afraid, you of little faith?” Then he got up and rebuked the winds and the sea,
and there was a dead calm. They were amazed, saying, “What sort of man is this, that even
the winds and the sea obey him?”
